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Forord

Brobygge dr numera ett kint begrepp inom forskolan och
skolan i Hedemora. Arbetet har pigatt sedan 2002, d& idén
féddes om att skapa en gemensam rod trdd frin forskolan
till gymnasiet med syfte att formulera gemensamma vir-
deringar kring vilka kunskaper och kunskapskrav som ir
viktiga for barn och ungdomar. Ett annat syfte var att skapa
bra 6vergingar och likvirdighet i betygsittningen, samt att
skapa forstdelse och kinnedom om pedagogernas arbete
inom férskolans och skolans olika delar.

Arbetet har bedrivits i ndtverksgrupper med pedagoger
fran olika skolor och forskolor i kommunen. Hittills har
fyra brobyggegrupper arbetat fram pedagogiska material
(broschyrer) i svenska, matematik, engelska och social och
emotionell utveckling.

Materialen ska utgora ett stéd till pedagogerna och med ut-
gangspunkt frin de nationella méalen beskriva en progres-
sion i férvintningar pa elevernas utveckling frin forskolan
till genomford gymnasieutbildning.

Sedan de forsta brobyggebroschyrerna presenterades har
nya krav kommit pa skriftliga omdémen i alla imnen frin
skolér ett. Dirfér kommer brobyggebroschyrerna att kom-
pletteras med lokala gemensamma kursplaner dir konkreta
kunskapsnivier presenteras som underlag for de individuel-
la utvecklingsplanerna med skriftliga omdémen. De lokala
kursplanerna och brobygge ska ses som en helhet. Genom
att formulera konkreta kunskapsnivier for varje drskurs
ges pedagogerna ett stod till att ge skriftliga omdémen om
elevernas kunskapsutveckling.

Att enbart uppné de kunskapsnivder som formulerats lokalt
eller de nationella mélen ir inte tillrickligt. Forvintning-
arna pa eleverna ska alltid stillas hogt och malet dr ate stin-
digt arbeta mot strivansmélen och mot hogre kvalitetsmal.

Vid férskolorna och skolorna pagar stindigt arbete med att
forbittra graden av maluppfyllelse for eleverna. Brobygge-
grupperna spelar en stor roll i det arbetet.

kommunikationsteknik samt for framtida studier.
Utbildningen i engelska har dessutom som syfte att vidga
perspektiven pd en vixande engelsktalande omvirld med
dess méngskiftande kulturer.

Utbildningen i engelska skall dessutom leda till ate spriket
blir ett redskap for lirande inom olika kunskapsomriden.
Alla elever behover dven férmdga att pd egen hand bygga
vidare pa sina kunskaper efter avslutad skolgang. Amnet
syftar darfér ocksa till att eleven skall vidmakthélla och ut-
veckla sin lust och forméga ate lira sig engelska.

Ordférradet spelar en nyckelroll i den
fortsatta utvecklingen.

Vir 6nskan med Brobygge ir att poingtera vikten av peda-
gogiska steg fran forskolan till gymnasiet dér vi kan folja en
rod trdd och skapa forstaelse for olika stadier.

Dirvid kan man forhoppningsvis ge fler barn/elever upp-
mirksamhet, stéd och mojliggora sd ate fler elever klarar
skolan och uppnir malen i ar 9.

Formuleringarna ir tolkade mal att uppni utifrén Skolver-
kets nationella kursplaner for ar 5, 9 och gymnasiets A-kurs
i engelska. For ar 3 och 7 dr det mal som eleven boér ha upp-
nétt, for att vara pa god vig mot uppniendemélen.

Malformuleringarna avser grundliggande nivi. Strivan
miste dock alltid vara till en hégre nivd. Alla lirare bor,
oberoende av vilka dldrar man arbetar med, vara vil for-
trogen med kursplanens strivansmal och arbeta mot hogre
kvalitetsniva. Det innebir att man inte alltid gar vidare till
nista moment, utan istillet héjer kvaliteten pa det paga-
ende momentet.

She had already been to the top of the world. Alison
Hargreaves, a 33-year-old Scot, last May became the
first woman to climb Mount Everest alone and wit-
hout oxygen tanks. But she had her sights set on the
two other Asian peaks Mount Godwin-Austen (K2)
in Pakistan this summer, and then Mount Kanchen-
junga in India later this year— that would earn her a
rare mountaineering trifecta. Because of its unrelen-
ting steepness and treacherously sudden storms, K2,
known as the “Killer Mountain”, is a formidable chal-
lenge for even accomplished climbers. Of the thou-
sands who have tried to climb it, only 113 have reached
its 8,611 metres high summit, and 38 have died on its
slopes. Last week Hargreaves added to those grim
statistics. Some 600 metres into her descent from the
peak, she was overcome by an avalanche that is belie-
ved to have also killed six other climbers.

Hargreaves, who began climbing professionally at 18,
believed she could manage the risks. “If I thought it
was desperately dangerous, I wouldn’t do it,” she told
a reporter before leaving for K2 last June. The mother
of two, she brushed off critics who claimed she was
selfish for indulging in such a perilous activity. When
she reached the summit of Mount Everest, the first
radio message she sent was to her two children: “I am
on top of the world, and I love you dearly.”

Hargreaves’ husband Jim Ballard quotes a favourite
saying of hers: “It is better to have lived one day as a
tiger than a thousand as a sheep.” She clearly lived by
that rule to the end. “She was actually where she wan-

ted to be,” says Ballard. “She was on her way down.
At least inside she would have had the happiness of
reaching the summit.” Because a recovery attempt
would be too dangerous, the bodies of Hargreaves and
the others will forever remain on the mountain that
they climbed but could not completely conquer.

150 Years of Emigration from Sweden to the United States”

Background

Between 1846 and 1995 two million four hundred
thousand Swedes left their country, most of them
to settle in North America. They came from diverse
backgrounds, some poor, some well-todo, but they
all left their homes, their friends and their relatives.
Most of the elders who were left behind, never saw
their children again, although the children did write
home telling of marvelous things. The letters circula-
ted, newspapers sometimes printed them, and thus
another generation was drawn to seek its fortune
overseas.

The Swedish emigrants left behind them an overpo-
pulated countryside. Often their first stop was at the
nearest town. Many never went farther. Others, after
stopping for a while, resumed their journey. Ellis Is-
land was the gateway to America. Through its portals,
between 1892 and 1954, passed twelve million people
from every part of Europe and beyond. They lined up
and waited, full of hope and expectation, but also of
anxiety. Birgitta Hedman, age seven, came to Ellis Is-
land in the winter of 1924 with her mother Elin. “I
hung on to my mother and my mother hung on to me,
so that we wouldn’t lose each other in all the hubbub
of people and suitcases.”

Bishop Hill

Among the first to leave for the United States was the
revivalist Erik Jansson who crossed the ocean with se-
veral hundred of his followers 150 years ago. They were
seeking religious freedom and sailed from Sweden to
New York, then, by way of the Great Lakes, arrived
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in Chicago. When they reached Chicago some of Eric
Jansson’s followers decided they had gone far enough
in their pilgrimage. And so they settled in a district
just north of the Chicago River. The neighborhood
came to be known as “Swede Town”. With 10,000 in-
habitants in the 1870s, it was America’s largest settle-
ment. By the turn of the century, only Stockholm had
a larger Swedish population than Chicago.

Erik Jansson and most of his followers continued their
journey to a place, where in 1846 they eventually foun-
ded the colony of Bishop Hill, in Illinois.

After the deprivations of their first winter, this agra-
rian communal society grew and prospered. Their spi-
ritual life flourished until 1850 when Erik Jansson was
fatally shot by an ex-member of the colony. At that
time the governing of the Colony was turned over to
a board of trustees. By 1861, with accusations of finan-
cial mismanagement and lessening of religious unity,
the Bishop Hill Colony was dissolved.

The Colony is still evident in Bishop Hill today in the
form of historic buildings and artifacts as well as in its
people, many of whom are descendants of the original
settlers.

The Fernbank Museum of Natural History spotlights
a life-size stegosaurus and friends, a walk through
Georgia ecology, and a high-tech display of its lands-
cape.

D Best fizzy-drink history

The World of Coca Cola tells the past and then lets
you drink, drink, drink— both familiar Coke and pro-
ducts from around the globe. Located next to Under-
ground. Note: Long lines are typical.

E Best window on the world

Tours of CNN allow a peek at live broadcasts bea-
med globally. Tip: Buy tickets early for the 45-minute
walkthrough.

F Best place to spot Scarlett

The Road to Tara Museum (in the very building whe-
re the Gone with the Wind cast stayed for the 1939
movie premicere) blends background on the book and
Margaret Mitchell.

G Best small neighborhood to stroll

The area called Virginia Highlands boasts trendy shops
with the big designers on their racks, swank eateries,
and mingling Atlantans. Why not stop in one of the
small restaurants and try eating southern grits? More
Southern than the Confederacy itself. This white,
grainy food, made from hominy (boiled whole grain
corn), looks suspicious. Try it anyway.

H Best place to eat a “naked dog”

The Varsity, a fast-food stop in downtown, specializes
in frankfurters (“dogs”) with chili.
